X The Plan determines the need for schools to accompany
development

The Plan sets the overall framework for all growth
management decisions by the County

their Comprehensive Plan

X Timeframe set for each local government

C Comprehensive Plan Amendments based on
that Report and all current requirements

(Found Sufficient by DCA on May 23, 2008)

Phase 2: Amendments based on the EAR to
update the Comprehensive Plan

(Adoption Due Date: 18 to 24 months from
EAR Sufficiency Finding)
