Establishes a one gross acre minimum for single  
family homes to have a septic system

Requires connection to a central wastewater system 
for new single family subdivisions, multi-family, 
commercial, industrial, public and private meeting 
places

Establishes Septic System Management Program  
coordinated principally through the Public Health     
Unit, Septic Operators, and the County

Major Amendments



× Policy 2.1:
Establishes where central wastewater treatment      

systems are required.

- Land use or Zoning allows for density above 1 
du/gross acre.  
- All mobile home parks and campground districts.
- New commercial and industrial development.
- Existing development in priority areas within 1 year 
of availability.

Requires wastewater lines be installed with the initial 
development phase.

Requires the County to monitor treatment     
capacities and to factor the assessment into the 
decision making on specific development  
proposals

×Policy 4.2:
Requires utilities to identify available and expected 
capacities and deficiencies and to plan to correct

Recognizes the Southern Water Use Caution Area 
(SWUCA) and the key strategy of using reclaimed 
water to limit further impacts

× Policy 5.2:

Requires connection to a central water system for all 
new development within a one quarter mile of an 
existing line

×Policy 6.9:
Requires connection to a central water system for 
multi-family development and subdivisions with lots 
smaller than one gross acre

×Policy 6.9:
Requires that the water infrastructure be installed at     
the initial phase of construction and written guarantee 
that water will be available to serve prior to the 
issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy

×Policy 2.2:
Requires staff to map locations of wastewater 
treatment systems and collect and analyze 
information pertaining to the systems

×Policy 2.3 ς2.7:
Central Sewer Study Committee policies deleted ς
work outlined is completed

×Policy 3.1:
Encourages the extension of central water and    
wastewater systems to identified priority areas

×Policy 6.1:
Recognizes the Highlands County Water 
Supply Facilities Work Plan (WSFWP)

Establishes specific improvements for the Placid 
Utilities and Highway Park Potable Water Systems     
consistent with the WSFWP 

×Policy 6.5:
Requires on-going data collection and analysis of 
the potable water demands and requires 
consistency with the WSFWP

× Deletes references to Urban Land Allocation  
Model (ULAM)

× Changes Capital Improvement Program (CIP) to Capital  
Financial Strategy (CFS)



Transportation Element
Major Amendments

×Policy 1.1:
Recognizes the potential for a new limited access 
corridor in the County

×Policy 1.1 & 2.5:
Recognizes the need to periodically evaluate the 
demand / feasibility for a public transit system and 
its link to reducing vehicle miles traveled, and 
energy savings

×Policy 2.2:

Policy 6.2 was amended to clearly state avoidance 
of impacts to the built and natural environments 

×Policy 7.4:
Changes the de minimisimpact standard relative 
to transportation concurrency



Transportation Element
Major Amendments

×New Objective 12:
Regional Transportation and Coordination are 
added to recognize the existing efforts to 
develop a regional transportation network and 
the importance of intergovernmental 
cooperation in this effort. 

×Objective 13:
Kissimmee River Annual Issues Report and 
the two associated policies have been deleted 
since they are no longer applicable

Minor Amendments

×Policy 1.1:
Supports airport improvements needed to attract 
regional commuter service

×Policy 1.3 & 1.5:
Changes the term bike way to bike lane 

×Policy 1.4:
Recognizes coordination on pedestrian concerns 
with appropriate agencies

×Policy 3.2:
Recognizes the role of FDOT and the County in 
maintaining capacity and in sharing concurrency 
information 

×Policy 3.3:
Recognizes the need to share roadway capacity and 
crash data information with appropriate agencies 
and municipalities

×Table:
Priority Road Segments for Improvement - Relocated 
to the Capital Improvement Element

×Policy 7.1:
The term Access to Roadway is used to include 
backageand frontage roads to improve LOS and 
safety

×Policy 7.3:
Change from the ITE Trip Generation Manual to the

×Table:
Deletes reference table regarding standard roadway

Deletes specific mile goals for roadway construction
